Todayôs readings all involve a call from God. In the first reading, the Lord makes a joyful 
announcement as he calls his people out of captivity and back to their  homeland of      
Jerusalem. In the second reading, God calls his only Son, the unblemished Lamb of God, 
to the high priesthood as the One who offers forgiveness and whose self-offering shows 
us the way to our heavenly Jerusalem. Finally, in todayôs Gospel, Jesus issues another 
call ï a call filled with hope ï while on the road to Jerusalem. 
 

We need to note three things here: Firstly, whatever Bartimaeus believes about Jesus, 
that faith is enough to save him. Secondly his faith has not merely led to restoration of 
sight, but has saved him. Finally, he is to ógoô, but he does not; instead he follows Jesus. 
His   insight into the reality of who is present is translated into opening of eyes. Yet the 
call is freely given and only freely may be answered. The rich man goes away sorrowful, 
for he has great wealth. But this blind man throws off his cloak and follows Jesus on the 
way. The way, of course, is into Jerusalem and out to Golgotha. 
 

Remember: he is calling you! Speaking to American Catholics who gathered at Madison 
Square Garden in New York on Friday, 25 September 2015, Pope Francis acclaimed     
saying that ñIn this place, which represents both the variety and common interests of so 
many different people, we have listened to the words: óThe people who walked in       
darkness have seen a great lightô (Isaiah 9:1). He then went further, ñThe people who 
walked ï caught up in their activities and routines, amid their successes and failures, 
their worries and expectations ï have seen a great light. The people who walked ï with 
all their joys and hopes, their disappointments and regrets ï have seen a great light!ò 
Caught up by a big city like New York, the Pope joyfully proclaimed: ñBig cities are a    
reminder of the hidden riches present in our world: in the diversity of its cultures,          
traditions and historical experiencesé In the variety of its languages, costumes and    
cuisines, big cities bring together all the different ways which we human beings have   
discovered to express the meaning of life, wherever we may be.ò The Pope concluded, 
ñLiving in a big city is not always easy.ò Why? We wonder! 
 

The Pope answered, ñIn big cities, so many faces pass unnoticed because they have no 
órightô to be there, no right to be part of the city. They are the foreigners, the children who 
go without schooling, those deprived of medical insurance, the homeless, and the        
forgotten elderly.ò 
 

May we take Pope Francisô words applying to our city of Caloundra!               Fr. Joseph
