I am Fr. Geo Francis,  from India, and a member of Missionary                 
Congregation of the Blessed Sacrament (MCBS), belonging to the Emmaus 
Province of this order. I am from  Kerala which is known as Godôs own    
country, one of the southern states of India. I was born in 1978, my fathers 
name is Francis and my Mother is Anice.  I have two younger siblings, brother 
Giby & sister Gincy . After my twelve years of priestly formation by Godôs 
grace I became ordained priest in 26/12/2005, and got the opportunity to 
serve the Church in India in different states Rajasthan, Gujarat, Karnataka 
and North East. India is a country where there are many regional languages 
and culture. Since my congregation has sent me to different states I could  
really experience and cherish  all these different traditions and diversities. 

 
Before my journey to Brisbane, I was in Arunachal Pradesh one of the north 
eastern states of India, with tribal people. This was the time really I could feel 
the importance of my priestly ministry. This state is a state of Tribal Land and 
there are more than 320 different tribal origins with their tribal languages.    

 
We, the parish team had long journey to walk by foot, kilometres and           
kilometres, days and days to reach one of the tribal villages. Once we 
reached  one of their centres we had liturgical prayers and Eucharistic       

Celebration with them in  temporary sheds or arrangements.  
 

The next day we continued our journey to another village and met them. 
Probably we may meet them twice or three times in a year prior to Easter or 
Christmas, because we could not visit them very often. It is very wide and 
high risk to travel all throughout the hills and jungles. But once we arrive in 
one of the villages they make themselves ready for our stay and other        

necessities. And such a way they welcome the team and thirsting for the word 
of God and Eucharistic Celebration. It was very much touching my priestly 

ministry and being more faithful to God. 
 

I am delighted that the Archbishop has appointed me as the associate pastor 
to this great parish community . I am very pleased for this exciting opportunity 

from God, to learn from you and to serve you. 
 

And also take this opportunity to thank our dear Pastor, Rev. Fr. Kevin  who 
wholeheartedly welcomed me together with Fr. Bryan and Fr.Joseph  the    
associate Pastors and the parishioners here. I request your valuable prayers 
for a fruitful ministry here. I pray that my Guardian Angelôs constant care and 
protection and the intercession of St. Joseph and Mother Mary make me 

move ahead.  
 

Once again I thank you for your cordial welcome and wish you all the     
blessings from God.
