GOD ALIVE IN OUR TIME 
 
In the last week, some of us travelled to Townsville definitely not  to meet with 
Johnathan Thurston to register our allegiance to the cowboys, or to lead the 
Premier's new campaign to have one of the State of Origin games in      
Townsville instead of Melbourne (which makes a whole lot of sense to me but 
anyway). We went to celebrate the Episcopal ordination of Bishop Tim Harris 
as the new Bishop of the Diocese of Townsville. It was really a lovely event to 
be part of. From the moment we arrived, the atmosphere made the long drive 
really worth it. It was very clear that it wasn't just an event of "yeah, another 
bishop" or an event of "well, that's some other guy promoted, lucky him". It 
was definitely a sacred moment of a people who were celebrating the         
presence of God's spirit in their diocese and the church as a whole. I saw and 
felt straightaway the genuine excitement of a people who have welcomed the 
decision of the spirit for them for a new shepherd and servant leader who will 
accompany them along the path to the kingdom of God (after a long 3 year 
wait following the death of Bishop Michael Putney in 2014). You could tell that 
they yearned for it and were relieved that God had answered their prayers. 
 
The event went over two days (2-3 May), beginning with solemn evening   
prayers at the packed Sacred Heart Cathedral Townsville. This was followed 
by a big dinner 'party' on the cathedral grounds. It was really lovely to see the 
people of Townsville making all of us 'guests' feel very comfortable.  
 
What really struck me was that after the dinner, the parishes from across the 
diocese took turns all through the night in the cathedral, keeping vigil in prayer 
for their new shepherd and their diocese. It was good to see that they realised 
the importance of prayer at this time of transition in their diocese. Definitely 
something we all need to do every now and again. How beautiful!  
 
On the actual ordination day, the vibe was the same at the full and overflowing 
Emmaus Hall at the Ryan Catholic College Kirwan with over 2000 people in 
attendance. The mass went for about 3 hours but you could tell that the people 
were happy to celebrate the moment well (no rush). The whole diocese was 
well represented from the school kids (from I think, all the schools) to the    
senior catholic citizens. The wider community was well represented too. The 
indigenous played important roles in the Liturgy helping us to see the            
relationship between church and the wider community.  
 
I just couldn't help but see God alive in the church and acting through His   
people, even at this time when the church is going through a lot. The genuine 
enthusiasm around the place made it obvious. It was like a transfiguration    
moment for me.  
 
Let us continue to pray for Bishop Tim and the people of Townsville. Let us  
also pray for the church as a whole that we will always see the hand of God in 
our day to day lives.
